The room rate is $59.00 (+ a mandatory Resort Fee of $15.00 + 12% County tax) per night for Single or Double 
occupancy (no extra charge for double occupancy); this rate is available only from July 15 through July 19, 
2012 (i.e., checking out on July 20, 2012).
